Mission: To build heart-centered connections and community among gay, bi, trans, and queer 

men in rural North Florida. 

Core values:

o We support deeper connections among men, unaltered by illicit drugs and alcohol 

Gathering Code of Conduct: 

1. We often receive more applications than we can accommodate. If you are granted a spot to 

attend North Florida ManREACH, you are expected to attend the workshops that are 

presented. Not doing so limits what you will gain from this rare opportunity. 

2. North Florida ManREACH is drug and alcohol free. Use of any drugs or alcohol will result 

in having to leave the gathering and will bar you from attending future gatherings. 

3. Cabins and bunks are not reserved. First to arrive will have best choice. Any cabin mate 

issues or concerns that arise are to be brought to the attention of conference staff NOT 

campground staff. 

4. Smoking in cabins, unwanted sexual advances, or any disruptive or offensive conduct 

directed at fellow gathering attendees, gathering staff or volunteers, campground guests or 

staff will result in expulsion from the gathering without refund. If you are found to have 

engaged in such behavior, you will not be considered for future gatherings. 

5. You will be responsible for any damage done to campground property or equipment. 

6. If you cannot attend North Florida ManREACH, you must notify OASIS Florida as soon as 

possible. No refunds will be made later than 48 hours before the gathering begins without a 

medical excuse from a doctor. 

7. If OASIS Florida deems it necessary to call medical or police assistance, any costs involved 

will be the responsibility of the parties involved and not OASIS Florida. 

8. As part of this gathering, everyone is expected to "pitch in" and assist with meal 

preparations, campsite upkeep, and cleaning of your cabin before leaving. 

9. OASIS Florida/North Florida ManREACH is not responsible for photos taken by participants 

of other participants.
